1) Which of the following is true?

a. It is a violation when the ball enters the net from below but does not enter the cylinder.
b. It is a violation when the ball enters the cylinder from below.

¢. Two points are scored when the ball passes completely through the cylinder from below and
comes back down through the cylinder.

d. It is a violation when the ball touches the bottom of the net.
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2) It is a violation when:

a. While Al is holding or dribbling the ball, B2 voluntarily runs out of bounds to avoid a screen
and intercepts the pass from Al.

b. While Al is holding or dribbling the ball, A2 voluntarily runs out of bounds to avoid the defense
and receives the pass from Al.

c. A3’'s momentum carries her out of bounds after her missed layup and she returns to the floor
and is the first to touch the ball.
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3) It is a shot-clock violation when:

a. A passed ball hits the rim and then time on the shot clock expires.
b. A try hits the bottom of the ring or flange and then time on the shot clock expires.

€. A pass is deflected by the defense and while the ball is inbounds and rolling on the floor, time
on the shot clock expires.
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4) It is a violation when:

a. Al ends her dribble and jumps to shoot. While in the air, she realizes that her shot will get
blocked so she voluntarily throws the ball to the playing court and is the first to touch it.

b. Al attempts to catch the ball while running. Al does not control the ball but tips it in the air
while taking 3 steps; she then secures the ball and begins a dribble.

C. Al attempts a try at Team A’s basket after her dribble has ended. The try does not touch the
backboard, the ring or flange or any other player. Al runs and catches the ball before it strikes
the playing court.

d. A1, while airborne, catches the ball to prevent it from going out of bounds. She throws the ball

onto the court as her momentum takes her out of bounds. She then returns inbounds and is
the first to touch the ball.

e. Al rebounds the ball and falls to the floor without ever establishing a pivot foot.



5) It is a back-court violation when:

a. While Team A has control in its frontcourt, B2 leaves her frontcourt and while airborne,
intercepts a pass by Al and lands in her backcourt.

b. While Team A has control in its frontcourt, A2 leaves her frontcourt and while airborne,
receives a pass from Al and lands in her backcourt.

c. Al attempts a throw-in pass to A2, who is in her frontcourt near the division line. Al's pass is
deflected by B1. A2 jumps from her front court and while airborne, controls the ball, and then
lands in her backcourt.
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&) The official informs the players along the lane that two free throws shall be awarded to Al when a
one-and-one bonus is in effect. While all other players remain inactive, A2 rebounds the first
unsuccessful attempt and scores a field goal. Which is true?

a. Cancel the basket and use the alternating-possession arrow to resume play since the official
misinformed the players.

b. Score the basket since A2 knew it was a one-and-one and resume play with a throw-in by
Team B anywhere along the end line.

¢. Score the basket since the one-and-one bonus is in effect and resume play by awarding Al
another one-and-one attempt.

d. Cancel the basket and permit Al another one-and-one attempt since the official misinformed
the players.

e. Score the basket and resume play with a designated spot throw-in on the end line by Team B.

7) Al is attempting the second of two free throws. B2 violates the lane followed by a lane violation by
AZ2. Al releases the ball and the try is successful. The officials shall:

a. Cancel the goal and resume play using the alternating-possession arrow.

b. Cancel the goal and award a substitute throw.

c. Score the goal and disregard the violation by B2.

d. Score the goal and resume play using the alternating-possession arrow.

e. Cancel the goal and resume play with a throw-in by Team A on the end line.

8) During Al’s first attempt of a one-and-one bonus, she purposely fakes, but no one steps into the
lane. Al’s attempt is successful. The officials shall:

a. Award Al her second free throw since no one stepped into the lane.

b. Cancel the free throw and award the ball to Team B for a throw-in anywhere along the end
line.

¢. Warn Al that she should not fake then award a substitute throw.

d. Cancel the free throw and award the ball to Team B for a designated spot throw-in on the end
line.

e. Report a team warning for delay.
